History: Thomas Chapman, the first missionary to visit the Maketu area, arrived

in Maketu in 1831 in the company of Henry Williams. By 1849, Chapman had

established a small mission settlement at Wharekahu where regular services

where held. It was not until 1850 that he was able to negotiate with the Ngati

Makino for sufficient land for a church building — the site of St Thomas’. Plans for

the church began in earnest, with large smooth stones collected for the

foundations of the building. Work was halted when the two chiefs of Ngati

Makino fell out over who had ownership of the foundation stones. Chapman

continued to gather funds and materials for the church until he was transferred to

Auckland in 1861. The plans were largely abandoned during the land wars of the

1860s, until a band of devoted Christians gathered to lay the foundation stone of

the church. The foundation stone laid on 21* August 1868 in the presence of

Archdeacon A.N. Brown, Rev. S.M. Spencer, lhaia Te Ahu and Rihara

Rangamaro. Building commenced and the church was finished and consecrated

in 1869 by Rev. Grace.

Rev. Seymour Mills Spencer became the resident minister in 1870, taking over
from Rev. Ihaia Te Ahu. During this time Maketu flourished as a port town. Rev.
W. Goodyear replaced Spencer in 1882 and serviced the church for over 20
years. Rutene Te Aihu administered the church from 1884 until 1895 when he
was replaced by Rameka Haimona. From 1905 management of the church
passed through many hands.

For many years the Ladies Guild was responsible for the maintenance of the
church interior and the raising of pastorate funds. They were responsible for the
installation of electricity in the church in 1952 and still faithfully maintain a
cleaning roster and flower arrangements for church services.

In 1959 Rev. Brown Turei took over the church and with the support of the

local community and the Te Puke Rotary Club, began a programme of
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restoration for the centennial of the building in 1968.

History: The Roman Catholic mission at Maketu was established after the
arrival of Bishop Pompallier in August 1841. On his first visit at the invitation of
Chief Tangaroa of Ngati Whakaue the Bishop brought five priests and two
brothers and they stayed six days baptizing and confirming many people. The
first clergy to stay at Maketu were Father Borjon and Brother Justin where the
local people provided them with “a well made raupo chapel ... and a similar
house for the priest”. Bishop Pompallier named the mission station for
“St.Joachim & Anne” who were the parents of the Virgin Mary.

In 1847 a new raupo chapel was built opposite the present location of the
Church. Between 1849 and 1886 there were no permanent priests located at
Maketu, and the nearest were variously at Opotiki, Whakatane, and Rotorua.
After the Tarawera eruption in 1886 the Mill Hill Fathers sent Fathers Madan and
Becker from England and they arrived in 1887 to a “tremendous welcome”.
Immediately a committee began raising funds to build a church.

Bishop Luck blessed the Church of St Peter on 1 January 1888 at its opening.
It was reported in The Catholic Times of 14 January 1888 that Father Madan
‘acted as architect, carpenter, and blacksmith’ and a Maori choir sang a Latin
mass ‘with wonderful correctness’. In Father Madan’'s own account of the
mission in St. Joseph’s Advocate Spring Issue 1888 he related that four Maori
worked on a railway 50 miles away to earn money for the purchase of materials
for the church. In 1895 Father Madan returned to England and was replaced by
Father Holierhoek and the parish became an outpost.

A Whakapakoko-Maori representation of the Madonna was carved for a
Catholic chapel in 1845 but was not accepted, probably because a French priest
would consider it to be unsuitable. It became known as the “Maketu Madonna”
and was bought from Captain Gilbert Mair by Earle Vaile in 1890 for 5. Vaile
presented it to the Auckland Museum.

Maketu was served by priests from Tauranga and Matata for many years.
They included Fr. Van Dyke (Tauranga) and from 1911 Father Holierhoek
(Matata) followed by Fathers Bressers, van Westeinde, Janssen, van Biik,
Hoogeveld, and Zanna, up to 1946. From 1946 to 1967 Father Henry Boyd
served the parish. Priests from the Auckland Diocese took over Te Puke in the
late 1960s and Maketu became part of that parish. Among them were Fathers
Peter Flynn, John Pierce, and Canice Gormley. From the 1980s the parish
came under the care of the Marist priests, including Fathers George McHardy,
Michael O’Hagan, Robert McGowan, Peter Landers, Darcy Reeder, Frank
O’Regan, Jim Beban, and Michael Young.

In the 1960s it was seen that there was rot in the south end of the Church and
renovations and extensions took place at that time. The communion rails were
removed and the “stepped up high altar” was removed, and the interior of the
church painted.

In the 1980s further changes were made to the interior removing the French
style altar and in an unpopular decision, also removing the large picture of St
Joseph and the infant Jesus. John Hadfield carved a new altar in memory of his
mother Lena Hadfield nee Mohi, and the tukutuku panels were installed at this
time.
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This is one of the churches that were visited when the remains of Bishop
Pompallier were returned to New Zealand in 2002.

In 2001 the St Peter's Restoration Committee planned a Memorial Archway at
the entrance to the church land and this was completed in 2002. A sprinkler
system was installed in 2002. All rotting weatherboards were replaced, new ridge
flashings and bargeboards installed, a full picket fence erected, the interior and
exterior were painted, and the floor sanded and polyurethane. Further plans
include a cobblestone path from the front gate to the steps and round the side of
the church to the steps by the side door.

The original church doors were removed when the front porch was added. They
now can be found on the church in the Tauranga Historic Village.

The first policeman to occupy the station was Constable Jonas Abrams who took
up residence with his wife in July 1880. He was replaced in 1881 with Constable
Marsh, Sergeant McLuskey in 1883. The station was temporarily closed in March
1888 when McLuskey was transferred to Auckland. It was reopened again in
May under Constable Moroney and later Constable Henry Carr and Constable
Edwin Hughes in 1890.

The police station closed in 1895 as the need for a police presence in the
growing town of Te Puke became apparent. The stables and lock up were
relocated to Te Puke. The station house remained in Maketu and was occupied
by the “Postmaster Maketu”. It was later rented out to Allen Ferguson (former
licensee and shopkeeper of the Star Hotel/Store). From 1901 to 1912 the house
was the residence of James Dudson, a notable flaxmiller. It was later occupied
by the Blackmores, Colebrooks and Butcher families. In about 1947 the property
was sold to W.E. Singleton, then A. Fraser in 1956. It is currently occupied by
the Page family.

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History: William Tapsell arrived from the Bay of Islands in the 1830s to
establish a flax trading station. He established a store and a residence
below an old Maketu pa site. His arrival sparked the development of a
Maori flax industry, with hundreds of Maori settling along the beach and
around the Kaituna estuary to scrape flax. The station quickly developed
into a busy port, despite being attacked several times during intertribal
warfare in the 1830s and the land wars of the 1860s.

Tapsell ran his store from 1830 to 1836 before leaving to establish a
new shop at Whakatane. After the intertribal warfare that forced Tapsell
to leave subsided, a new store was opened by William Rogers in 1842.
The store was located beside the coast, near Tapsell's old residence.
Rogers ran his flax trading store until 1974. Other stores were
established in the area by merchants such as Thomas Wrigely (1861-
1878), James & Denis Foley (1864-66), E.J. Borrell (1866-1868), T.J.
Bennet (1871-1872) and L. Samual & J. Jacobohn (1972-1874).

In 1878, W.A. Bull took over Wrigley's store, located on Little Waihi
Road. In 1884 Bull's store was run by William Rogers Junior, son of the
original William Rogers. Rogers Jnr ran the store until 1894.

In 1879, Chaytor & Co. opened a store on what is now the corner of
Little Waihi Road and Park Rd. The store was leased to A.H. Ferguson,
who eventually bought it in 1891. Ferguson sold the store to Robert
King in 1898. King, who had arrived from Opotiki, also established a
store and bakery in Te Puke. King added a large receiving store
between the shop and the coast. This iron shed burnt down in 1903,
although the concrete foundations were still visible when H.A. Ringer
took over the store in 1922. Ringer eventually sold the “Maketu Store
and tea rooms” to Leonard Kerr, former ironmonger from Te Puke, in
1944. The store was demolished in 1978 to make way for the current

garage and Maketu Pies building.
