Authority

Pursuant to the powers vested in it under sections 145 and 146 of the Local Government Act 2002, and seclions 22 and &4
of the Health Act 1356, the Western Bay of Plenty Disirict Council makes this Bylaw.

This Bylaw covers matters relaing to the Western Bay of Plenty District Council wastewater drainage
gystem. The purpose of this Bylaw iz to regulate the uze of, and protect Councls wastewater drainags
system from damage and misuse, and to promote and protect public health.

Matters regulafing the acceptance of trade waste mio the wastewaier drainage

sysfem are contained in the Westem Bay of Plenty District Councl Trade Wastes
Eylaw.

Council Operating Procedures

The Council may from time to time, by crdinary resolution -

(a)  Adopt system operating procedumes fo profect the wastewater drainage system from damage and
migugz including the sefling of the nature and lewsls of characieristice of any wastewatsr to ke
dscharged info the Council's sewerags sysiem;

(b)  Setihe ferms and condiions upon which wastewater dizcharged from any premises will be accepisd
nio the Councils wastewater drainage system.

(€] Pursuant to the provisions of sschion 12 amd section 150 of the Local Government Act 2002,
prescribe fees and charges payable for anything to be done, made or given by the Council, or its
contractors or agents, arising out of or in connection with this Bylaw.

Any customer who dischanges wastewater nfo Council's wastewater drainags system
must sign a Customer Service Agresment and 21 all times comply with the Council's operative Terme and
Conditions for the Acceptance of Wastewsater Dramage a2 from time to fime fieed by resolution of Council.

Councd may, from tme to time by way of an ordinary resolution, amend, extend, rescmd, or vary any
resclufion made in accondancs with the provisicns of clauss 2.1,

Acceptance of Discharge

Approval to Connect

No person, other tian the authotised agents of the Councl may, without weitten approval of Council, maks
any connection to or otherwise interfene with any part of the wastewaler drainage system mcludng bunsd
CeMiCEE.
