CUSTOMER SERVICE  •  571 8008 MATERIAL regarding 2009/2010 (1 July 2009 – 30 June 2010) 
rates payments is being sent to all ratepayers.

Rates are Council’s main source of income for providing and 
maintaining essential services. The rating system is designed to 
provide for both District-wide and local activities.

Council has budgeted to receive $26.6m from District-wide 
rates in 2009/2010, compared to the budgeted $25.04m in the 
previous 2008/2009 year. 

What makes up District-wide rates

Important dates to remember
25 SEPTEMBER 2009 – last day for discount.  
Pay your rates for the entire year in one lump 
sum and receive a 3 per cent discount.
23 OCTOBER 2009 – fi nal date for payment of 
your fi rst rates instalment for 2009/2010 without 
incurring a penalty.
26 MARCH 2010 – to avoid a 10 per cent 
penalty you must pay your second rates 
instalment by this date.

All the information you need is on the site 
to make the payment process simple and quick. 

TIME is running out to have your say on the Tauranga 
Eastern Link project and the proposal to bring forward its 
construction by tolling a section of it.

The Eastern Link will be a four-lane motorway from Te 
Maunga to Paengaroa – without travelling through Te Puke.  
It comprises two sections – an upgrade of the existing State 
Highway 2 between Te Maunga and Domain Road at Papamoa 
and a new motorway from Domain Road to Paengaroa.

It’s important to note that the Eastern Link will not 
remove all the traffi c from Te Puke and Waitangi, but rather 
relieve much of the traffi c congestion, noise and pollution 
in the townships’ main centres allowing safer access to 

pedestrians and more pleasant surroundings.
Eastern Link will also be a catalyst for signifi cant growth 

in the area east of Papamoa and Te Puke – Paengaroa is 
predicted to grow as a result.  If the heavy traffi c is not 
removed from Te Puke, then growth will be constrained and 
there may be signifi cant congestion as the population grows.

A FUND totalling $40,000 is 
now available for Western Bay 
organisations, individuals and 
community groups to seek funding 
from Council.

Mayor Ross Paterson says the 
annual grants aim to give a “hand 
up” to those organisations and 
individuals who are making a great 

difference to their community but 
who have restricted access to 
funding.

Last year’s funding was spread 
around a range of groups that 
refl ected the diversity of the 
Western Bay community.

Priority will be given to specifi c 
community-based projects.
