Comments   

Lake proper –  within the area defined by the water’s edge at the maximum water level; are species appropriate for planting in the Tasman Lake environment as 

they generally maintain a short dense sward.  At least one of these species shall be established in each of the existing and future lakes.  

Lake margins –  intermittently wet areas typically within 3 metres of the water’s edge; Marginal planting shall consist of a range of wetland rush and sedge species 

including those that can establish in permanent water.  

Lake surrounds – covenant areas typically greater than 3 metres from the water’s edge.
